Journey the Stations of the Cross 
      *  The following is only a guide and can be used at your own pace.  You are encouraged to take time reading, praying and meditating on each station at your own pace.  Pause the video as you need.  

Station 1:                         Jesus in condemned to death                             John 19:1-16

       Prayer:  Christ Jesus, when you were misunderstood you still forgave us all, but even still, in our forgiveness, we often respond in anger.  Lord have mercy on us.  Amen.

      Response:  Take a moment of silence.  Offer forgiveness in your heart to anyone you need to and ask God for forgiveness for any sin in your life.

Station 2:          Jesus is flogged and the cross laid upon Him       Matthew 27:27-31
       Prayer:  Thank you Jesus, that when you were already hurting and in pain that you still embraced the cross.  Amen.
       Response:  Take a walk around your house (inside or out) and consider the steps Jesus took on our behalf.

Station 3:                           Jesus falls for the first time                     Philippians 2:1-11

       Prayer:  As you embraced the cross on your shoulder, Jesus, your body was weak.  Your Body is still weak:  Your people shrink from the weight of suffering.  In our weakness, Lord, we pray that Your will be done.  Amen.

       Response:  Sit in a chair, a porch step, or anywhere.  As you take the weight off your feet, realize that Jesus didn’t have this option.  What a gift rest can be.  How do you feel about the perseverance Jesus showed just to get to Calvary?

Station 4:               Simon of Cyrene is forced to carry the cross           Luke 23:26-31
       Prayer:  You taught us that we must bear one another’s burdens and so fulfill your law, O Christ.  As Simon modeled this by taking the weight of your cross, may we also carry your cross and the crosses of our brothers and sisters.  Amen.
       Response:  Find a spot to sit or stand in an lone place.  Wait for a few moments in silence and ask God to speak to you.  What is He saying?

Station 5:                        Jesus is stripped of his garments                         Mark 15:24

       Prayer:  Lord, for our sake you left the glory of Heaven, you left its riches and became poor.  You came within our reach.  May we be open to You, and to each other.
Response:  Go to your closet or wherever you store your clothes.  Consider just how much clothing you have.  How does that make you feel?
Station 6:                                     Jesus is crucified                                 John 19:16-27

       Prayer:  What wondrous love this is, O Heavenly Father.  That You would give us Your Son, so freely, to die for us.  Your forgiveness for us is truly undeserving.  I praise You that Your Son was wounded for my transgressions.  Amen.  
       Response:  Do you remember the story of the woman who anointed Jesus with perfume?  Jesus said she was preparing him for his burial.  Spices for death.  Find something sweet to smell in your home.  Smell it.  Reflect.  The death we celebrate today is sweet as well as it is bitter.

Station 7:                                 Jesus dies on the cross                          Luke 23:44-49
       Prayer:  (Sit in silence and reflect on Jesus’ death).

        Response:  If you have a candle or a special light (flash light) and a cross – shine the light onto the cross.  Reflect.  If you don’t have a light and/or cross simply reflect on where Jesus’ journey has brought Him.

Station 8:                                 Jesus is laid in the tomb                        Luke 23:50-56

        Prayer:  Jesus, when the world lay in darkness and all hope seems to be buried, may we find faith to trust Your words.  May our faith remind us that your death means that we may live again.  Amen.

       Response:  Find a spot to sit and reflect on this story.  Give thanks.
